Notes for Exceptions and Restrictions

Movements may be allowed at certain times of the year or under special conditions for some manufactured homes whose width exceeds the limit shown
on the map. These are marked “Exception Route”. The carrier must call the region office in that area to determine whether an exception could be allowed.

US 101 - Fairholm to Jct. East Beach Rd. (MP 219.02 - 231.93) - 14 ft. wide units permitted when moves start and stop in Clallam and/or Jefferson

SR 3 - Jct. Johns Prairie Road to Jct. Agate Road (MP 6.5 - 9.0) - 14 ft. wide unit (with 12 inch eave) may travel when accompanied by three pilot cars,
two leading and one trailing.
