for preserving, maintaining, improving and operating state
highways in Washington.

Planning for state highways matters—over half of vehicle travel in
Washington occurs on state highways. People drive cars and ride vanpools
and buses on state highways to reach jobs, schools, and services. Truckers
transport goods to market on state highways. People who walk and bike
travel along and across state highways, supporting prosperous businesses
and healthy communities. WSDOT is committed to providing safe, reliable,
and cost-effective transportation options for these travelers.
